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What Is CAIM?  Council for American Indian Ministries
The Council for American Indian Ministries (CAIM) is the voice for American Indian people in the UCC. CAIM provides Christian ministry and witness to American Indians and to the wider church. Justice issues that affect American Indian life are communicated to the whole UCC by CAIM. 
Historically, the forebears of the UCC established churches and worked with Lakota, Dakota, Nakota, Mandan, Hidatsa, Arickara, and Hocak in North and South Dakota, Wisconsin and northern Nebraska. Today there are 20 UCC congregations on reservations and one urban, multi-tribal UCC congregation in Minneapolis, Minnesota. CAIM supports these local churches and their pastors. In addition, CAIM strives to be a resource for more than 1,000 individuals from dozens of other tribes and nations who are members of other UCC congregations and to strengthen their participation in the life of the church.  

Some Facts About the Council For American Ministries (CAIM)

· CAIM is the United Church of Christ national agency responsible for American Indian Ministry since 1970.

· CAIM is self-governing through a Board of Directors composed of leaders from each of the American Indian congregations in the United Church of Christ, Youth and representatives of American Indian persons who are members of non-Indian churches throughout the United Church of Christ.

· CAIM represents over 2,000 American Indian members of over 400 UCC congregations in 38 conferences.

· CAIM is supported through individual gifts such as yours, the UCC Neighbors in Need offering, various UCC organizations, local church donations, personal wills and bequests.

· CAIM assists American Indian ministerial students with scholarships and other expenses through the CAIM Student Assistance Fund as funds become available.

· CAIM helps American Indian youth attend special leadership events, the National Youth Event, church conferences, the UCC General Synod and church sponsored camps.

· CAIM supports local church initiatives to end alcohol, drug and human abuse.

· CAIM works to help end the use of racist names and logos in commercial sports, the media and commerce.

· CAIM supports tribal and national efforts to secure and preserve land, water and other treaty rights.

· CAIM provides opportunities for American Indian involvement in national, church, ecumenical and interfaith organizations.

· CAIM develops resources for use in local churches or individual households.
